Nonetheless, this park have been
and is still being neglected and
poorly managed amid a large volume
of infringements as littering inside
its premises and the occupation of
parts of it. All of this has repelled

THE PROMOTION OF

HEALTH:

Getting the chance to engage in such
activities on a frequent basis shrinks
the health bill of people. In addition,
a positive attitude is the outcome of
people enjoying the greenery within

public spaces.

WHO IS NAHNOO?
Nahnoo is a youth-led NGO whose
mission is to provide shared spaces for youth
of different backgrounds to communicate and

advocate for their rights.

To achieve this goal, NAHNOO works
on developing public spaces, especially green
spaces. In 2011, it led the campaign to re-
open the Horsh Beirut park and it succeeded
in getting the municipality to decide to re-

open the park by the end of 2014.

the Tyr garden campaign,
the Baalbeck temple campaign,
and Horsh Beirut park campaign.
